ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

The project accepts referrals for Young People who homeless or considered in housing need, and who are of 16 years  to 25 years for Supported Lodgings and 16 years to 21 years for Emergency Lodgings.
Referrals can be made using the relevant proforma forms by any agency working with the young person or by the young person themselves. Referrals should be sent by fax, email or post to the Project Office.

The referral form will be used to identify the young persons support needs and current situation with a view to an assessment being carried and it accepted, a match to a placement made.
The referral form will include the young persons details and provide the following 

information:

· previous accommodation

· previous/present housing difficulties

· reason for referral

· any other support services involved

· identified support needs

· risk assessment e.g. known history or current difficulty with violence/aggressive behaviour, arson/fire related incidents, selfharm/suicide attempts, drug/alcohol misuse, self neglect, sexual offences, criminal offences/convictions child protection issues etc.

· other support needs e.g. learning disabilities, physical disabilities, mental health difficulties, eating disorder, incontinence, epilepsy, diabetes, etc
